This schedule would be offered on Wednesday, Friday and Saturday.  Buses will drop-off and pick-up at Bryant Park in 
New York City. Bryant Park is located on 6th Avenue between 40th & 42nd Streets, only a short three block walk to Times

This space holds 60 spectators and viewing is located on the 2nd floor.
